They will fully understand the theory of 3D design and sculpture and compositional drawing and will have begun to master these practical skills with sophistication and independence.

Development Process


Produce a range of drawings with written research about Mexican folk art.


Look at watercolour painting techniques and produce a range of annotated examples of how the paint can be manipulated.


Learn how to design a sculpture from 2D to 3D.


Research Mexican death masks and their symbolic cultural meaning.


Learn how to produce an annotated design for a clay mask incorporating characteristics of Mexican culture.


Learn the Ceramic terms /processes and how to make clay mask – wedging/rolling and cutting out base for the mask- demonstrating an understanding of H/S when working with clay.


Learn how to decorate mask – the importance of ‘scoring & slipping’ when attaching clay to clay, incising and how to make interesting mark making.


Paint and varnish.*Analysing & evaluating – both P&S Assessment.


Look at the markmaking artworks by van Gogh in a variety of mediums and produce a response that emulated the marks and textures seen in the work.
